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Creating Landing Pages Using Profile Builder
The landing page within a content profile offers a quick and organized way for users to access content. 
Each content profile will have its own landing page containing content unique to that respective profile. 
Once published, landing pages will represent their respective content profiles and will be fully accessible 
from the home page. 

The Landing Page Builder is a carbon copy of the tools found in the Page Builder, which are used to build 
out content profiles. Unless otherwise noted, the same features used to build your pages will be available 
for building out your content profile landing pages. For more specific details about using these tools, 
check out Creating, Editing, and Publishing a Page and Page Builder Widgets.

Steps
1. From the main navigation menu, select Profile Builder:

2. Click the orange cross button in the upper right. This is the button for building new content profiles, but 
this is where we will also find the Landing Page Builder: 

NOTE: Notice that we’re in the .Software TeamSite for this example. Any content profiles that we build 
landing pages for remain in their respective TeamSite. 

3. You will be asked whether you want to create a new Content Profile or News Channel. Choose Select 
from inside the Content Profile box:

4. Give the new Content Profile a meaningful name, a brief description, and select a thumbnail image to 
represent it on the home page. All three are required to continue and can be edited later on. The 
screenshot below is the prompt for filling out the information. Once those settings are configured, click 
Let’s Go:
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5. Once inside the Content Profile editor, click Landing Page:
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6. Select New Landing Page:

NOTE: Selecting Legacy Page or Edit Legacy Page will provide access to build landing pages using 
ControlCenter. Check out Accessing ControlCenter for more information about this topic. While 
this toggle is available to ensure a comfortable migration for users, it is recommended to start 
exploring the benefits of using the new tool.

7. Ensure that the Use New Landing Page circle is checked, then select Create New Landing Page:

8. Unless noted, everything beyond this point is a carbon copy of the Page Builder. Check out Creating, 
Editing, and Publishing a Page for an in-depth look at this topic. To start building a page, select a pre-built 
template to work with or choose the Blank Template for a clean canvas. The below example will work 
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with Template 1. Once selected, choose Next:

9. Since a template was selected in the previous step, placeholder text and images will be present within 
the editor. Click the placeholder text and image boxes to start inputting your own content:

Key points of interest in the above screenshot include:

1. The widget gallery. These widgets can be used to build out your new landing pages with an 
assortment of text and image tools. Check out Page Builder Widgets for a closer look at what 
each widget does. 

2. If applicable for certain widgets, clicking in the blade will present this tool for altering the image-
to-text size.

3. Placeholder image for use with specific image widgets. Click the cross button in the center of the 
box to upload an image.  

4. Placeholder text. for use with specific text widgets. Click the text to write your own content.
5. This tool will allow you to delete or reorder the blades any way you see fit. 
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NOTE: Remember to select BOTH save options. One is for saving changes made to the landing page 
while the other is for changes made to the profile as a whole. 

Updates for Mobile
As changes happen on the web application, we will always look to provide the same experience on 
Mobile. The three primary aspects of the new home page will also be available on Mobile:

1. Enhanced Recents and Favorites (available in the global header)

2. New home page functionality

3. New Profile view landing pages

Profile view will have the actual Page-based landing experience, above and beyond the file/folder view:
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New home page features on Mobile (with the exception of Recents and Favorites) won’t take affect until 
you have opted into them on the Mobile app. This means:

• You have turned on the new home page in Admin Settings

• You have created new landing experiences for your profile
